SCHEDULE OF CLASSES: 2011-2012 School Year

Studio Roxander’s Ballet Program is designed for students age 3 to 21. Applicants registering for classes in the Introductory Program, Ballet 1A or Beginning Teen/Adult Ballet
need previous training. New students entering levels Ballet 1 and above must all have some prior ballet training and a scheduled placement class is required. If a student
registers in a level that does not suit him/her, they will be moved to a different class. Placement is based on age and ability. Students registering for Jazz and/or Hip Hop need
no formal training.

Tuition is based on total hours of classes taken during the 35-week
school year.

Multiple Hour/Class Discount: Class rates are based on total number of
hours taken by each dancer. As the dancer progresses, class lengths get
longer, but hourly rates are lowered. Multi-class/hour discounts are
automatically calculated and are reflected in the chart above.

*Professional Program: This unlimited program is for the more serious
student who has made dance a priority and who takes upwards of 8
hrs/wk. Students participating in the program receive significantly
discounted (capped) tuition rates. For more information on benefits and
requirements, please contact us. Additional registration form is required.

Family Discount: We offer a family discount of 10% for families who
enroll 2 or more children in our classes.

Drop In / Single Classes: Drop in attendance is subject to availability.
Rates are: $15.00 per 45-90 min class; $20.00 per 105-120 min class

Non-Sufficient Funds Fee: There is a $20 fee for all NSF's.

Late Fee: A $5 monthly late fee will be applied to all overdue accounts —
no exceptions. To avoid late fees we recommend signing up for
automatic payments even if you wish to pay by check/cash.

Withdrawal & Refunds: Withdrawal notification must be submitted
in writing and received by the office 4 weeks prior to withdrawal.
Please deliver to Court St. or email info@studioroxander.com. Once
written notice is received, withdrawal will be processed and tuition will be
prorated according to the date withdrawal is received plus four (4) weeks.
In cases where withdrawal needs to be immediate and in lieu of
giving 4 weeks written notice, families can pay a withdrawal fee
equal to 5% of the students total annual tuition. Any discounts
applied, “Family” or “Pay in Full”, will be forfeit if the student withdraws for
any reason before the completion of the school year. In cases where the
student has a remaining credit balance, after all fees, adjustments &
prorated tuition are taken into account, a credit will be held in the Family’s
Account for six (6) months. There are NO REFUNDS.
