Summer Intensive Workshops - 2011

Tuition is based on total hours of classes taken during the 6 week
Workshop. Discounts of 30%-40% (depending on the Workshop)
are calculated into the Intensive Workshop tuition. Students have
the option of doing a la carte weeks at a higher rate. Weekly rate
reflects a 15%-25% discount. Customized programs for students
in between levels is recommended and students/parents should
consult their primary instructor for help in choosing the best
workshop.

Weekly Classes - Summer 2011

Tuition is based on total hours of classes taken during the 6 week
Session.

Multiple Class Discount — Weekly Classes: Above rates reflect
a slight discount as class times become longer. Significant multi-
class discounts are offered during the academic school year
(September — June) but are not applied during the summer.
Students in the Ballet Program wanting to take more than 2
classes class per week are encouraged to take one of the
Intensive Workshops.

Family Discount: A 10% discount is applied for families who
enroll 2 or more children in our classes.

Drop In / Single Classes: Drop in attendance is subject to
availability. Rates are as follows: $15/60-75 min; $18 / 90-105
min/; $20 / 120 min

Non-Sufficient Funds: There is a $20 fee for all NSF's.

Cancellation, Withdrawal and Refunds: There is a $25 Drop
Fee. Students may choose to discontinue classes at any time.
However, it is your responsibility to notify us in writing immediately
to avoid continued billing. There are no refunds, transfers or
credits of tuition funds paid. The drop fee will be charged for
each class dropped.

Changes to Registration: There is a $10.00 class change fee.
Students may add classes at any time via our website or by using
a Supplement Registration Form. However, if you wish to
transfer classes (move from one class to another) the class
change fee will be assessed for every class transfer made. There
is no fee for transfers due to promotion and/or cancelled classes.

Termination of Enrollment by Studio: Studio Roxander reserves
the right to accept or deny registration forms and may cancel
registration at any time without notice. In such case a refund for
un-used classes will be given.




CLASS INFORMATION & REQUIREMENTS - Summer 2011

CREATIVE MOVEMENT (ages 3 & 4): In a joyful, non-judgmental environment, children explore movement, music and imagination. Kinetic skills,
musicality, inner awareness and focus improve through Creative Movement.

CREATIVE MOVEMENT 2 (ages 4 2 & 5): Children continue to explore movement, music and imagination, however, a significant portion of the class
is dedicated to learning new vocabulary and skills that will help in the transition to Pre-Ballet. Musicality, kinetic skills and focus continue to improve in
Creative Movement 2.

PRE-BALLET (Kindergarten & 1st Grader: ages 5 & 6): Still maintaining a fun and caring atmosphere, this class is the child’s first experience with true
“ballet”. Students are exposed not only to classical ballet steps, but also begin to follow the structure of a real ballet class and understand reason for
and importance of each exercise.

BOYS BASICS: For boys aged 6-10, this class is a great starting place for boys interested, but wary of dance classes. In this class they get a taste of
ballet and attain a deeper awareness of the body’s kinetic ability and how reflexes and coordination are based in rhythm.

BALLET 1A: Dancers in this level should be between 7-10 years old with some ballet training. Summer students enrolled in Ballet 1A have
approximately 1 year of formal training and are on the verge of moving into Ballet 1. This is not an entry level class during the Summer.

BALLET 1: Dancers in this level must have previous 1-2 years training and a placement class is required. 1 ballet class required. Intensive Workshop
A'is an option for Ballet 1 students.

BALLET 1B: Dancers in this level must have previous training and a placement class is required. 2 ballet classes required. Students are encouraged
to take Intensive Workshop A.

BALLET 2: 2 Ballet classes are required. Students are encouraged to take Intensive Workshop B or C.
BALLET 2B: 3 Ballet classes are required. Students are encouraged to take Intensive Workshop C, D or E.
BALLET 3 & 4: 3 Ballet class min — 4 or 5 recommended. Students are encouraged to take the Intensive Workshop F.

STETCH & STRENGTH: This class is designed to build the dancer’s strength and stamina as well as to increase his/her flexibility. It is a physically
challenging class, but exercises will be adjusted to fit each dancer’s age and ability. This class is open to all students ages 7 and up.

IMPROVISATION/CHOREOGRAPHY: It's been said that one of the fasted ways to learn and understand something is to have to teach it to someone
else. Here young dancers have the opportunity to step into the place of their teachers and create dances on each other using a wide range of musical
styles. The studio becomes a supportive, safe and optimistic environment in which young artists celebrate their unique gifts and lose the fear to express
them.

VIDEO REVIEW: In this workshop class we will watch, examine and discuss not only many different styles of dance but also a range of
choreographers and how their influence has shaped the dance world of today.

DANCE EDUCATION: This is a partner class with our “Video Review” class. In this class we will further discuss and learn about styles of dance that

are often misunderstood such as contemporary, jazz, modern and neo-classical, as well as different methods of training like Bourneville, R.A.D. and
Vaganova, and the dancers these styles produce.
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WEEKLY DANCE CLASSES
(A LA CARTE)

Studio Roxander’s Dance Program is designed for students age 3 to 21. Applicants registering for Creative Movement, Pre-
Ballet and Boys Basics need no formal training. New students entering levels Ballet 1A and above must all have some previous ballet
training and a scheduled placement class is required. If a student registers in a level that does not suit him/her, they will be moved to a
different class. Placement is based on age and ability.

Summer Intensive Workshops are preferred and recommended for students in Ballet 1B and above. Ballet 1 students
are encouraged to increase their classes and/or take the Workshop. See your instructor with questions. Weekly a la carte class
registration is limited to the classes listed below. In other words, there are several classes that are only offered to students taking
Intensive Workshops.
